Edinburgh Castle is located in the heart of Edinburgh City, in the south-east part of Scotland.

Edinburgh Castle is undoubtedly the major landmark building of Edinburgh City, where it towers over the city and dominates the skyline of it from the prominent Castle Rock. The castle is Scotland’s most visited paid tourist attraction, with around 1.5 million visitors every year. Surveys have also shown that over 70% of leisure visitors to Edinburgh City visit the castle. It has in fact become the main symbol of the city and Scotland.
Within the castle there are cafés and restaurants, a visitor centre and a souvenir shops.
Close by is Arthur's Seat Peak, a hill that rises 250.5 metres above Edinburgh City. Close by is also the Royal Botanic Garden Edinburgh, one of the most popular tourist attractions in Edinburgh City. It was founded in 1670 and now consists of over 13,000
plant species. It is also the second oldest botanic garden in Britain, after the one in Oxford.

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Stirling Castle is located in the centre of Stirling Town, north of both Glasgow City and Edinburgh City, in central Scotland
Stirling Castle is one of the largest castles in Scotland and considered very important, both historically and architecturally.
It stands on top of the prominent, rocky Castle Hill and, since it is surrounded on three sides by steep cliffs, it used to hold a very strong, defensive position. Needless to say, Stirling Castle is the major landmark building of Stirling Town, and in fact the whole area. Most of the current buildings date back to the 15th and 16th centuries but some parts of the castle are even older.
The strategic location of the castle, on top of Castle Hill, made it close to impossible to capture, although there have been at least eight sieges of Stirling Castle through the centuries.
Today, Stirling Castle is a Scheduled Ancient Monument and as such, a very popular tourist attraction. It is open the year round and attracts thousands of visitors every year.
